Have lots of books in the home.

Get them from the library. Buy them at a yard sale.

Sit in a comfy spot beside your child.

Don't worry about your reading mistakes or accent.

Children do better in school when
you read together at home.

Read it again and again with your child. You may both find something new each time
you read it.

Help your child to read



Read each day at the same time.
Let your child pick the books to read.
Let him read his favourites again and again.
Sometimes point to the words as you read.
When your child is ready, let him tell you the story or let him read the story.
Help him find words inside and outside your house.
If heʼs ready, help him learn the alphabet.

When you go out with him, bring along a book. You may find time to read
together.
